The Grades tab on the Hub
page will act solely as the
gateway to the much larger,
global International Grade
Comparisons (IGC) data bank,
which will be the main focus in
future for updating and
developing UK NARIC grade
comparison data.

To reflect more globalised
recruitment planning in modern
institutions, we are expanding
and upgrading the IGC
database to cover 110
countries and 405
qualifications from January
